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COP30, which will take place from November 10 to
21, 2025, in Belém, Brazil, comes at a crucial
moment for humanity and the planet. The world is
facing an unprecedented cli-mate, social, and
ecological crisis. Record heat waves and natural
disasters are multiplying, worsening ine-qualities,
and threatening the most vulnerable. Current
policies and dependence on fossil fuels are leading
to global warming exceeding +3°C. COP30
encourages a global commitment to climate justice
and a just transition. It calls for a change in our ways
of producing and consuming in order to protect life in
all its forms. It reminds us that the Earth is not a
resource to exploit, but a common home to
preserve. This conference is a universal call to
responsibility, solidarity, and peace with creation.
Every nation and every person is invited to move
from words to action so that the planet may remain
habitable and fruitful for present and future
generations.
